SUBJECT:              Chapter 1.5 Regulations: First Aid Standards for Public Safety Personnel
RECOMMENDED ACTION:

Receive Information on the Status of the Chapter 1.5 Regulations: First Aid and CPR Standards and Training for Public Safety Personnel.

FISCAL IMPACT:
Providers of Public Safety First Aid training courses may experience increased costs associated with the addition of certain course content items.

DISCUSSION:
At the December 3, 2014 meeting of the Commission on EMS, the proposed amendments to the Chapter 1.5. First Aid and CPR Standards and Training for Public Safety Personnel regulations were approved.  The rulemaking file was submitted to the Office of Administrative Law (OAL) for review and approval.

The regulations were approved by OAL on February 5, 2015 and were submitted to the office of the California Secretary of State for publishing.  Due to a change in the law (Government Code section 11343.4) in which approved regulations go into effect on a quarterly schedule, the Chapter 1.5. Regulations will go into effect on April 1, 2015.

Key points:

· Training programs currently in operation have 24 months from the effective date of the regulations to submit documentation of compliance with the chapter.

· EMSA and the Commission on Peace Officer Standards and Training (POST) are jointly developing curriculum to meet the revised course content requirements. 
· In consultation with the EMS Administrators Association of California (EMSAAC) and the Emergency Medical Services Medical Directors Association of California (EMDAC), standardized optional training standards will be developed for use statewide when approved by the medical director of a local EMS agency.
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
