	Local Transportation Plans:  A Transportation Plan Policy is currently being developed to assist local EMS agencies with the composition of a Transportation Plan, including requirements for determining exclusive operating areas.  

EMS data on ambulance and non-ambulance transportation services provided from January 1, 2006 through December 31, 2006 has been finalized with information obtained from LEMSAs.  This report is being formatted for posting on the EMSA website.  When completed the website will be protected by password and a representative from each LEMSA will be able to go online to delete, add, or change the current information.  

Air Transport:  The Air Medical Task Force has had several meetings since September 2007.  The focus of the meetings is to evaluate and make recommendations to change the California EMS System as these changes pertain to aero-medical transportation services.  Specifically, the intended effect of the Air Medical Task Force changes should: 1) improve the safety of air medical transport in California, 2) balance individual patient need with the need to provide for, and maintain, an organized Emergency Medical System, and 3) improve efficiency and cost by providing guidance on policy changes which would eliminate or mitigate duplicative regulatory requirements. Group I will address: 1) Access; (2) Communication; (3) Destination; (4) Dispatch; and (5) Safety.  

Group II will address: (1) Medical Control; (2) Professional Roles; (3) Quality Improvement; and 

(4) Education.

	Public Safety Radio Strategic Planning Committee (PSRSPC): The Public Safety Radio Strategic Planning Committee (PSRSPC) was established by statute to address the need for an integrated public safety communications system that facilitates interoperability among the state’s public safety departments.  The PSRSPC-TWG (Technical Working Group), established in 2005 to develop recommendations and carry out essential activities for the PSRSPC continues to meet 2-3 times per month to address the state’s governance and memoranda of understanding; gateways; fiscal issues; collaboration between the PSRSPC and its primary affiliate - the California Statewide Interoperability Executive Committee (CALSIEC).  The PSRSPC working with the California Statewide Interoperability Executive Committee (CalSIEC) developed the California’s Statewide Communications Interoperability Plan (CalSCIP) that was submitted to the federal Department of Homeland Security (DHS) in December 2007. The Homeland Security Grant Program (HSGP) of DHS requires that each state develop and adopt a statewide communications interoperability plan in order to continue receiving federal funds. A key initiative of the CalSCIP calls for an agreement between PSRSPC and CALSIEC on how to implement the plan.
Department of Commerce’s Public Safety Interoperable Communications (PSIC) Grant Program:  California was awarded a one-time $94,034,510 grant, from the federal Department of Commerce’s Public Safety Interoperable Communications (PSIC) Grant Program for spending state-wide by September 30, 2010.  The PSRSPC was given the responsibility of delineating how the grant funds would be used for public safety communications interoperability for state-agency initiatives. 

Communications Resource Manual:  The EMS Authority conducted a survey, which requested all LEMSAs to update their area of responsibility for a statewide resource manual.  The EMS Authority has received responses from almost all of the LEMSAs and is using this data to update the statewide resource manual and create a database where it is envisioned that updates can be processed electronically in the future.  The EMS Authority developed a template needed for a comprehensive Communications Directory for statewide use and is envisioned that a tailored version of the directory will ultimately be disseminated to ambulances in California as a Field Operational Guide (FOG) during disaster responses and mutual aid deployments.

	The California Poison Control System (CPCS) continues to provide statewide service.  Quarterly reports are provided to the EMS Authority as required in the contract.  The CPCS is financed through a combination of State General Funds, Federal Funds and federal/private sector grants.  An Interagency Agreement between EMSA and the Department of Health Care Services is being finalized for the provision of $800,000 in additional funding for the CPCS.  This additional funding is for services provided by CPCS to Medi-Cal recipients.  The Emergency Preparedness Office (EPO) and Los Angeles County are in discussion with CPCS for a one-time augmentation of $228,000 from EPO and $375,700 from LA County for Surveillance and diagnostic services for Real Time detection.
