Public Safety First Aid Regulations 

RECOMMENDED ACTION:

Receive information on the proposed revisions to the Public Safety First Aid Regulation that includes Emergency Medical Responder (EMR).
FISCAL IMPACT:

None.
DISCUSSION:

The EMS Authority (EMSA) held the last EMR Task Force meeting April 7, 2011.  Earlier during the Task Force meetings, the Task Force recommended removing the EMR standards and place it in its own new chapter of regulations.  This change was reported on at the March 23, 2011 Commission meeting.  
Since the March Commission meeting EMSA combined the two regulatory chapters into one chapter which is proposed to be called, “Standards and Training for Public Safety Personnel and EMR”.  
The purpose of the regulatory revisions is to do the following:

1. Amend the scope of practice for the Public Safety First Aid and CPR/AED providers.

2. Adopt optional tactical first aid training for Law Enforcement personnel.

3. Adopt the National Education Standards and Training Guidelines for the EMR training.

4. Adopt a scope of practice for the EMR providers, consistent with the National Scope of Practice Model.

The revised timeline for the revision of the regulations are as follows:
