Additional funds have been received to purchase thirteen more units bringing the total of ASTs with DMSUS to 39 in the State.  The cabin chassis for the additional thirteen units have been received and it is anticipated that a Request for Proposal for the supply units/boxes will be released by April 2011.

EMSA is preparing an RFP for the logistics/warehouse function of the CAL-MAT Program.  For the Response Personnel component of the program, EMSA is implementing the State Emergency Hire Process.
The CAL-MATs had three successful missions in support of the World Series games in San Francisco.  Two were standby missions at a Staging Area outside of AT&T Park to provide medical surge treatment if needed.  For the World Series Victory Celebration and Parade in November 2010, CAL-MATS treated 56 patients in partnership with the American Red Cross.
