	From November 1, 2010, to February 15, 2011, the Authority issued twenty-five new Accusations against existing paramedic licenses, issued four Statements of Issues denying an unrestricted license, issued six letters of Administrative Fine, issued four Temporary Suspension Orders and issued three decisions on Petitions for License Reinstatement/Reduction of Penalty.  Of the newly issued actions, nine Respondents have requested that an administrative hearing be set.
