Amendments to Advanced EMT Regulations

RECOMMENDED ACTION:

Receive information regarding the proposed amendments to the Advanced EMT Regulations. 

FISCAL IMPACT:
Some training programs may experience additional costs associated with the increase in hours of training. 
DISCUSSION:

EMS Authority staff are currently preparing the Advanced EMT (AEMT) Regulations for public comment.  A summary of the proposed changes is as follows:

1. Incorporate the National EMS Education Standards for AEMT training;

2. Incorporate the National Advanced EMT Instructional Guidelines for AEMT training;

3. Increase the minimum AEMT course hours from 88 to 160 hours (80 hours of didactic instruction, 40 hours of clinical experience, and 40 hours of field internship);

4. Amend the AEMT scope of practice to mirror the National EMS Scope of Practice Model for AEMTs;

5. Amend certain sections of the regulations to provide more clarity;

6. Amend the Base Hospital section to update hospital accreditation changes.

It is anticipated that the proposed regulation changes will be ready for the EMS Commission’s approval at the September 2011 meeting. 
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
