EMS-RELATED BILLS –20011/2012 LEGISLATION SESSION

Bills in the Legislature

AB 163 (Jeffries) Emergency Medical Services

Status: 
2/10/2011-Assembly Natural Resources Committee
Summary:  
This bill would require the Department of Forestry and Fire Protection to conduct a criminal offender record information search and request subsequent arrest notification through the Department of Justice prior to hiring an applicant. The bill would exempt certified EMTs who have a background check and subsequent arrest notifications through their LEMSA. 

AB 210 (Solorio) Emergency Medical Services

Status:

Summary:  
Existing law allows counties to establish an Emergency Medical Care Committee (EMCC) and establishes the functions and responsibilities of the EMCC. As written, this bill would mandate that each county create an EMCC. 
AB 215 (Beall) Emergency Medical Air Transportation Act
Status: 
1/31/11 Assembly print
Summary:  
Existing law, which was passed last year and will terminate in 2016, created the Emergency Medical Air Transportation Act Fund and requires counties to assess an additional $4 on most motor vehicle violations to augment Medi-Cal reimbursement for emergency medical air transportation services. This bill, as introduced, would make a very minor typographical change to the law. 
AB 412 (Williams) Emergency Medical Services

Status: 
2/14/2011-Assembly print
Summary:  
Existing law, which was repealed January 1, 2011, authorized Santa Barbara County to establish a Maddy EMS Fund upon a resolution by the county board of supervisors. This bill would reenact the provisions of the law. 

SB 49 (Strickland) Local government: emergency response: fees

Status: 
2/10/2011-Senate Public Safety Committee
Summary:
This bill would prohibit any local government entity from charging a fee to any person, regardless of residency, for the expense of an emergency response.

SB 161 (Huff) Schools: emergency medical assistance: administration of epilepsy medication.

Status:
2/10/2011-Senate Education Committee

Summary:
This bill would authorize a school district to provide school employees with voluntary emergency medical training to administer the medication Diastat to a pupil with epilepsy who is having a seizure when a nurse is not available.
