DISCUSSION:

The EMS Authority reviewed comments received on the draft Review Criteria and Policy for Transportation and Exclusive Operations Area Components of the EMS Plan, EMSA #141 from the December 7, 2009 thru September 1, 2010 public comment period.  On May 4, 2010, the EMS Authority held the “.201 Today & Tomorrow: A Workshop on EMS System Coordination” in Sacramento.  This workshop was designed for the EMS Authority and our EMS partners to share thoughts on issues related to Health and Safety Code 1797.201 and EMS system coordination in general. 
EMSA reviewed the comments on EMSA #141, input received during the .201 workshop and the information and recommendations provided by the EMS Commission .201 Subcommittee on December 1, 2010.  The EMS Commission Subcommittee provided valuable input to EMSA regarding the formation of a task force and also some important concepts regarding the EOA and .201 issue.

As a result of the advice provided by the EMS Commission, the EMS Authority determined the need to convene a task force.  Invitations for participation to the task force were sent out to EMS constituents by the EMS Authority acting Director.  The EMSA task force was appointed by the acting Director of the EMS Authority.  
The work product that will be developed by the task force will be in the form of a proposed regulations package based upon existing statutes.  The document will have an additional feature that will highlight optional language to reflect the recommendations of the subcommittee. The presentation style is designed to allow a clear understanding and crosswalk to compare existing authority versus the recommendations of the EMS Commission subcommittee.  
As of the date of this memo preparation, the task force has held meetings on January 25th, February 9th (Conference Call), and February 15th.  To date, the group has had extensive discussions related to the process and approach to drafting regulations that meet the existing statutes and consideration of the many issues related to resolution of these issues. Additional meetings on March 8th and March 21st have been scheduled.  Moving forward, the task force has set an aggressive meeting schedule that includes meeting approximately every other week.  
The framework listed below is representative of the initial vision of the regulatory content that will be used to meet the task force’s goals.  The Commission will be kept advised on the task force’s progress.
