Statewide Patient Movement Plan
RECOMMENDED ACTION:
Receive information on the development of a Statewide Patient Movement Plan.

DISCUSSION:
The California Emergency Medical Services Authority (EMSA) has partnered with the Bay Area Urban Area Security Initiative (UASI) and the Emergency Medical Services Administrators Association of California (EMSAAC) to develop a Statewide Patient Movement Plan.  This plan will address patient distribution and transfer during a large-scale medical or public health event.  It will provide tools for use at the operational area, regional and State level to assist in facilitating the movement of a large number of patients.    
In order to develop the plan, a Steering Committee and an Advisory Task Force have been formed.  The Steering Committee is comprised of representatives from EMSA, EMSAAC and the Bay Area UASI.  The Advisory Task Force is a larger group that consists of subject matter experts including representatives from the fire service, law enforcement, public health, and emergency medical services communities including physicians and ambulance providers as well as emergency managers.  Planning meetings began in August 2010.  Funds from the Bay Area UASI have supported a contractor to assist with the initial research of best practices and the development of a draft document.  

The Statewide Patient Movement Plan will be a supporting document to the Public Health and Medical Emergency Operations Manual.  It is anticipated that the draft Statewide Patient Movement Plan will be released for public comment and revised as necessary by June 2011.  
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
