DISCUSSION:

EMS Authority Budget 

2008/09
As evidenced in the attached report, available program funding during 2008/09 for State operations was approximately $12.7 million and $11 million in local assistance for total program funding of $23.7 million. These figures represent an overall increase in funding of $1.7 million from the previous Commission report. This increase is mainly due to $1.4 million in Medi-Cal funding for the California Poison Control System which has not been reflected in previous reports and $300,000 in funding reductions/accounting adjustments.
As of 6/30/09, the EMS Authority has expended and/or encumbered $21.4 million or 91% of available program funding. Of this amount, $10.5 million or 83% of State Operations funding has been expended and/or encumbered, and $10.9 million or 100% of local assistance funding has been expended and/or encumbered. 

We will continue to monitor and adjust both State operations and local assistance budgets to meet changing program priorities and an updated report will be distributed prior to the next Commission meeting.
2009/10
The California 2009/10 budget includes expenditure authority in the amount of $22.5 million and 63.2 permanent positions. Of this amount, $13 million is delegated for State operations and $9.5 million is delegated to local assistance. Workload budget adjustments and policy adjustments include the following:
· $239,000 in additional reimbursement authority and approval of a two year extension to two existing limited-term positions (Health Program Specialist I and Staff Information Systems Analyst) in order to continue implementation of California’s Disaster HealthCare Volunteer System. These positions are funded through the Federal Hospital Preparedness Program (HPP) grant.
· $358,000 in additional reimbursement authority and three permanent Senior Emergency Services Coordinator (ESC) positions to support the Mobile Medical Assets program. These positions are funded through the HPP grant.
· $243,000 in EMT Certification Fund authority and two permanent positions (Health Program Manager (HPM) and Health Program Specialist (HPS)) in order to meet the mandates imposed by AB 2917 and establish the regulatory and administrative framework necessary for the July 1, 2010 implementation date of the EMT 2010 program.

· $2.95 million reduction in General Fund for the California Poison Control System.
EMS Authority Grant Funding

Since the last Commission meeting the EMS Authority has received no new funding.
EMS Authority Staffing Levels

The EMS Authority as of July 1, 2009 is authorized 63.2 permanent positions and 15.1 positions are temporary (blanket positions and retired annuitants) for a total staffing level of 77.3. There are currently 9 vacant positions and we are actively recruiting to fill the positions, as quickly as possible.
