A. Proposed statutory language needs to serve as the road map for any additional regulatory process addressing the 201 and 224 statutory issues.
1. Definitions will serve as a common terminology as we move forward on statutory and regulatory changes.
B. Agree to move in unison on statutory changes after completion of a regulatory package that meets the intent and scope of the committee’s proposed 1797.224 language. Agreed to identify sponsor and vehicle and have in place to move legislation forward at the appropriate time.
C.  Subcommittee supports a stakeholder based regulatory process with some conditions.
1. Recommended membership should mirror representation from the EMT 2010 regulatory task force. 
2. Complete Regulations package should come to Commission (ASAP – June 2011).
D. Subcommittee will review and update scope and content of proposed 224 language to provide appropriate authority and clarity to implement proposed regulation.
E. EMS coalition will move forward in unison once statutory language is finalized and agreed to.  Intent is to have a legislative package that all Subcommittee and Commission will support.
