Documents are shared with STAC members and the RTCC representatives are encouraged to share within their own RTCC.  

Trauma Plans/Updates

The EMS Authority continues to review local trauma plans as they are submitted. The EMS Authority has notified local EMS agencies if annual updates are not current.

	The EMS Authority is currently working on the development of STEMI and Stroke Systems regulations in California.  The development of STEMI and Stroke System regulations began in October 2011. EMS Authority developed working groups from EMS partners and other stakeholders which might be impacted from these regulations to be involved in the process. Each set of regulations will be on a two year timeline ending June 2013. The EMS Authority has subcontracted with the North Coast EMS Agency to assist on this process. Recently EMSA developed a subgroup from these two taskforces in order to develop of data dictionary for STEMI and Stroke program at the level of state. The kick off meeting for this group was Feb 6th 2012. They have developed the benchmarks for the data element.

	Public Safety Radio Strategic Planning Committee (PSRSPC): This group of state representatives is responsible for developing and implementing a statewide integrated public safety communications system that facilitates interoperability and coordinates the use of the public safety spectrum.  Current projects include addressing remote site management efforts between the 13 state public safety agencies and local agencies, and the potential future of the Operational Area Satellite Information System (OASIS) Program that is managed by Cal-EMA. The Governor’s Budget proposes to eliminate the PSRSPC because it is duplicative of functions currently being performed by the California Technology Agency.
Federal Department of Commerce’s Public Safety Interoperability Communications (PSIC) Grant Program:  EMS Authority was awarded grant funds for equipment purchases and installation.  Communications equipment has been purchased and installed in the Department Operations Center.  Additional equipment was purchased to develop an Operations Center within the new Headquarters facility which will allow for improved communications between headquarters and field units. EMSA and 12 other State public safety agencies participated in the development of a 10-year strategic plan that was completed in September 2010.  The Plan focused on achieving interoperability and determining future communications needs.  The findings specifically rated EMSA’s capability in the areas of operability, technical, interoperability, strategy, and operations.  The report found EMSA has adequate equipment, coverage, and capacity to meets its mission; however, the two areas of improvement are in internal governance structure that facilitates communications between headquarters and field units and formalized communications training for volunteer and staff.  In addition, CalEMA awarded EMSA with an additional $45,437  in PSIC funds to be utilized for continued planning through June 2012. The remaining funds for this project are directed toward personnel costs which will be utilized and encumbered by July 2012 when the contract ends.

	6. Poison Center Program

	The California Poison Control System (CPCS) continues to provide statewide service.  Quarterly reports are provided to the EMS Authority as required in the contract.  The Managed Risk Medical Insurance Board (MRMIB), which administers the Healthy Families Program, will augment CPCS funding by matching the State General Fund allocation.  A comprehensive program performance and fiscal management review has been completed.  EMSA staff will work with and followup on program performance and fiscal review recommendations for CPCS future operations.

	Thirty-one LEMSA’s have approved EMS Plans.  EMS Plan updates are reviewed/approved/disapproved as received.  Correspondence is sent to local EMS agencies requesting a timeframe for the submittal and status on updates that have not been received or in situations where additional information has been requested from the local EMS agency on a given component of the EMS Plan or update.  Regional quarterly and final reports continue to be reviewed/approved as received.  

	8. EMSC Project

	The EMSC TAC has revised the Original 1994 guideline documents for Inter-facility Transfer (EMSA # 181 and 183). The EMS Authority has completed the documents for a Public comment period ending September, 2011. After processing the comments, EMSC TAC decided to develop a subcommittee to include neonate Interfacility transfer guideline in to this document. The documents are expected to revise by subcommittee soon and go out for a second public comment period.
The EMS Authority is partnering with Harbor-UCLA to survey all hospital emergency departments in the state of California for pediatric readiness.  The project is joining with the Federal EMSC program to evaluate pediatric readiness of emergency departments across the country with California being the first state. The paper-based version was pilot-tested by approximately ten medical and nursing directors from across the nation.  In addition, the survey was reviewed by the California Hospital Association, EMSAAC, and EMDAC representatives.  Based on the responses received multiple revisions were made. The Pediatric Readiness National Working Group then convened to create a weighted scale.  The final version was reviewed and approved by the Pediatric Readiness National Working Group. 
The web-based version of the survey is finalized with the help of the National EMSC Data Analysis and Resource Center (NEDARC) and it is already started. Hospitals will be given immediate feedback as they take the survey as they are compared to all hospitals completing the survey.  A customized report will also be sent to each hospital upon completion of the project. Each LEMSA will receive a regionalized report.  

The EMS Authority is currently developing EMS for Children regulations for California.  The development of the regulations started in March 2011 and will be on a two year timeline.  EMS partners have been asked to participate in the process. The document is close to being finalizing in preparation for a Pre-public comment period with EMDAC and EMSSAC. The final draft is getting ready to submit to EMDAC and EMSSAC for Prepublic comments in March 2012.
The EMS Authority has analyzed the survey completed the beginning of this year for the national performance measures dealing with prehospital equipment and medical control. A subcommittee from the EMSC Coordinators and EMSC TAC has been assigned to study the results and develop a plan as needed to improve the compliance with each performance measure. The next meeting will be in May 2012 to discuss the plan with EMSC Technical Advisory Committee.

	Data reports developed in collaboration with a small working group were presented to the State Trauma Advisory Committee in January. The reports, which considered only patients with an ISS greater than 15, examined the amount of time between EMS dispatch and ED arrival, as well as ED length of stay for surgical patients. Specific opportunities for data quality improvement were identified and recorded as agenda items for future trauma system quality committee meetings and trauma data workgroups. Also, future reports were planned which will analyze variations in ED length of stay among surgical case types such as chest/abdomen surgeries, neurosurgeries, and isolated orthopedic cases.
