California Emergency Medical Services Information System (CEMSIS) Update
RECOMMENDED ACTION:
Receive information on CEMSIS.
FISCAL IMPACT:

DISCUSSION:
Local agencies continue to submit their EMS and trauma data to the CEMSIS data warehouse. 

Meanwhile, in preparation for feedback reports, the CEMSIS program is focused on developing a master EMS provider list for California.  Once this essential provider dimension is in place, we can move closer to procuring an answer to the popular question, “What percentage of California’s EMS system is participating in CEMSIS?”  This information would provide a much-needed baseline for state-level participation goals and progress measurements.
In addition, the master provider list will become powerful CEMSIS data.  It is NEMSIS 3 compliant, will support both CEMSIS-EMS and CEMSIS-Trauma systems, and will bring continuity to all CEMSIS reports. Therefore, EMSA will be working closely with local agencies to ensure the information is as accurate and complete as possible.  
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Development of the provider list has included referencing numerous federal, state, and local documents to identify candidates for the CEMSIS Provider List, including:
· National Provider Identifier list from the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services 

· Fire Department Identifier list
· Local EMS Plans

· Provider lists from Local EMS agency websites

· Lists of emergency vehicle permits from California Highway Patrol

· Legacy provider documents by EMSA
So far, we have identified over 1100 unique provider service names across our source lists with work on going.  
The Commission will be kept advised on our progress.  
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
