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	Region III – Central California:

The group has met three times and is in the final developmental stages of a regionalized gap analysis, a common field triage criteria document, and a regionalized committee structure recommendation. The next meeting is scheduled for mid December 2008.

Region IV – Southwest:

The group meets via teleconference every other week. The RTCC is creating a gap analysis and inclusive list of attendees for a Regional Trauma Summit. The Regional Trauma Summit is scheduled for January 23, 2009 in Thousand Oaks.

Region V – Southeast:

The committee discussed roles and responsibilities, membership and importance of an inclusive system. The RTCC meets in via telephone conference at least once a month with additional subgroup meetings. The RTCC has formed subgroups for quality improvement, funding, trauma triage and repatriation. The committee is planning a Regional Trauma Summit for January 9, 2008 in Temecula.

Trauma Advisory Committee:

The Trauma Advisory Committee met on October 27, 2008. The committee discussed regional progress and the addition of regional representation to the Trauma Advisory Committee.  The “Intensive Care Services for the Pediatric Trauma Patient” document was reviewed with minor revisions made. It was recommended that the revised document be sent out for public comment. Preliminary discussion has started for the next State Trauma System Summit.  EMSA is researching possible locations in Southern or Central California with a proposed date of June 26, 2009.  The next meeting of the committee is scheduled for mid December 2008.

Grant Funding:

EMSA applied for a Sierra Health Foundation Grant to assist with communication costs for the northern and central RTCCs.
Prevention:

EMSA participates in the Statewide Highway Safety Plan (SHSP) implementation, the Statewide Coalition of Traffic Safety (SCOTS), and the Older Californian Traffic Safety (OTCS) group.

	Public Safety Radio Strategic Planning Committee (PSRSPC):  PSRSPC, a statutory state agency group charged with facilitating interoperability between State agencies, continues to meet monthly to discuss critical operability, tactical interoperability, governance needs, and secure sustainable funding . The PSRSPC is working on development of a legislative education activity designed to educate staff on PSRSPC and their mission.  This effort is expected to coincide with the release of the 2009 Report to the Legislature.  
Federal Department of Commerce’s Public Safety Interoperability Communications (PSIC) Grant Program:  EMS Authority was awarded grant funds for communications inoperability. The funds will be used for equipment, installation, and training which is consistent with the requirement of the SAFECOM Project 25 compatibility standards and those of the Department of General Services Telecommunications Division (DGS-TD).
