	Comment acknowledged.  No change.  This skill exists at the Paramedic level only as an optional scope item and as such would not be appropriate at the AEMT level of care.

	Section to eliminate affiliation requirement. 

Reasons:

1. Paramedic licensure/certification (a higher level of care) does not require a preexisting affiliation, therefore EMT-A should not either.

2. Cost benefit to person/entity obtaining license/certificate is favorable.

3. Limiting practitioners to “affiliated” agencies is not beneficial to persons receiving care where warranted when an emergency exists.

4. Too restrictive to “special interest” entities providing training for “Affiliated individuals” thus not allowing fair competition to provide training at lesser costs.
