Updated EMT Skills Competency Verification Form

Received information regarding the updated EMT Skills Competency Verification Form. 
FISCAL IMPACT:

DISCUSSION:

The Office of Administrative Law approved a non-substantive change to the EMT Skills Competency Verification Form and to Section 100080 (g) of the EMT Regulations on October 6, 2010.  Because this is a non-substantive change, these amendments did not require public comment or Commission on EMS approval.
EMTs are required to demonstrate competency in ten basic life support skills every two years in order to renew their EMT certification.  Demonstration of cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR) and use of an automated external defibrillator (AED) are one of the ten skills listed. 
On December 2, 2009, the Commission on EMS approved many revisions to the EMT Regulations one of which changed Section 100080 (g) (5) to required demonstration of competency of CPR along with the demonstration of competency in the use of an AED.   When the EMT Regulations were revised, the EMT Skills Competency Verification Form was not updated to reflect this change and therefore the form was not consistent with this section of the regulations.  Since the EMT Skills Competency Verification Form is incorporated by reference to the EMT Regulations, the form needed to be updated and submitted to the Office of Administrative Law for approval.  The only change to the EMT Regulations pertained to the new date of the updated EMT Skills Competency Verification Form.     
Attached for your review is the revised EMT Skills Competency Verification Form and Section 100080 (g) of the EMT Regulations.  
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
