	Delete the proposed subsection (b) regarding training in hemostatic dressings.  

Inclusion of hemostatic dressings in this section will apply only to EMT training programs.  This will not cover EMT’s who have already completed their initial training.  

Use of hemostatic dressings should already be included in the Scope of Practice outlined in Section 100063 (a)(7) Provide initial prehospital emergency care of trauma.  It seems to be only the EMS Authority position statement that hemostatic dressings are not in the EMT scope of practice that prevents its use.

Should more control over the use of hemostatic dressings be desired, this should included in Section 100063 (a)(7)(A) Hemostatic dressings may be used when approved by the LEMSA Medical Director.

	Be advised, that in reference to 100075 b, it states an additional hour is needed to train in use of hemostatic dressings, then describes specifics of this training. Specifically stating, the hour should be taken up by discussing/training in specific topics topics. The clear problem with this is that those topics are currently being taught in the curriculum as part of basic trauma/shock/bleeding lectures.

It would be inappropriate to re-teach these topics simply to introduce the hemostatic dressing. I am all for increasing class-time, but NOT to re-teach a lecture or skill that had already been given. In skills, the hemostatic dressing might take the place of a tourniquet, but the rest (direct pressure beforehand and treating for shock afterwards, would still be similar). A hemostatic dressing skill must be incorporated into existing curriculum, rather than getting it's own hour. 

If we followed the logic of the proposed text, each bleeding control skill would require a lecture around it, instead of integrating it. Review of treatment of open chest wounds is already reviewed surrounding occlusive dressings (in addition to the original lecture) in some programs. It would make more sense to combine it for integrated knowledge and understanding. The same goes for the subsection about maintaining body temperature.

The section discussing the different types of dressings does make sense and should also include discussion on mechanism. That's where the text should get specific...rather than getting specific with surrounding topics. Additionally, if a hemostatic dressing requires a SKILL test, so should each component of bleeding (whereas now national registry has school doing a direct pressure, straight to tourniquet skills test...the other methods are taught, but not tested. There isn't a controllable bleeding AND an uncontrollable bleeding skills test).

Suggest revision to: “(dg) The effective date of initial certification, as used in this Chapter, shall be the date  day the individual applicant has applied for and satisfactorily completes all certification requirements certification is entered into the EMT registrycertificate is issued.”
