Public Safety First Aid Regulations 

RECOMMENDED ACTION:

Receive information on the Public Safety First Aid Regulation that includes Emergency Medical Responder (EMR).
FISCAL IMPACT:

None.
DISCUSSION:

The EMS Authority (Authority) had convened a task force of EMS stakeholders to assist the Authority at making recommendations to amend the Public Safety First Aid Regulations.  The task force completed their work April 7, 2011, and made a number of recommendations.  The title of this chapter has been proposed to be amended to “Standards and Training for Public Safety Personnel and Emergency Medical Responder”.  Other proposed revisions to this chapter include provisions for optional tactical first aid training for law enforcement personnel, a proposed scope of practice for public safety first trained personnel, a proposed scope of practice for EMR consistent with the National Scope of Practice Model, and training standards for both public safety personnel and EMR.  The EMR training standards are proposed to be consistent with the U.S. D.O.T. Educational Standards and Instructional Guidelines. 
Assembly Bill (AB) 1245 (Williams), was introduced on February 18, 2011 and is likely to have an impact on the addition of EMR to the Public Safety First Aid Regulations and therefore the Authority has decided to wait for the outcome of AB 1245 before releasing this chapter for public comment.
