DISCUSSION

State Trauma System Summit II
On September 21, 2009 at the Doubletree Club Hotel San Diego, the EMS Authority in cooperation with the University of California, San Diego, Trauma Services Department, will host the State Trauma System Summit II (Summit). The goal of the Summit is to bring the trauma constituents together to discuss various perspectives, best practices, creative trauma funding, report on trauma regionalization over the last year, and the plan for the next steps in the development of the California State Trauma System.  The brochure is attached for your information. 
Perspectives: This session provides multi-disciplinary (local EMS agencies, EMS Authority, National Highway Transportation and Safety Administration, and the American College of Surgeons) perspectives to address various trauma system planning. 

Best Practices: This session spotlights best practices of rural trauma care introducing the multi-state designation of a trauma center, trauma center prevention media blitz, and utilization or air transportation for pediatric trauma.
Creative Trauma Funding: This session examines Alameda County’s District Special and Tax Los Angeles County’s Measure B which presents creative local EMS agency solutions to improve trauma system funding.
Trauma Regionalization: This session discusses regional representation of the Regional Trauma Coordinating Committees (RTCC), short-term and long-term goals, successes and challenges, and how a given region can foster California’s State Trauma System.
Next Steps: This session provids the perspectives of two prominent trauma surgeons and presents the next steps for California State Trauma System for participant discussion.

Performance Measures for State Traffic Record Systems

The EMS Authority is participating in a national Expert Panel to develop, through a consensus-building process, a minimum set of data quality performance measures that is intended to be used by federal, state, and local governments in the development and implementation of their Traffic Records Data Systems, Strategic Plans and programs. A 
minimum of six quality performance measures were drafted addressing timeliness, accuracy, completeness, uniformity, integration, and accessibility for state traffic safety data systems. 

The EMS Authority participated mostly in the development of injury performance measures related to State Traffic Safety Measures. On June 1, 2009 the panel released a white paper for public comment. The Expert Panel will gather the comments and reconvene on September 29, 2009. 
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
