Update on Draft Paramedic Regulations

RECOMMENDED ACTION:

Receive information on the status of the Paramedic Regulation revisions.
FISCAL IMPACT:
None initially, however some paramedic service providers may experience increased training and equipment costs associated with the addition of certain scope of practice items. 

DISCUSSION:

EMS Authority (EMSA) staff have completed three separate public comment periods for the proposed changes to the Paramedic Regulations.  After considering all the comments and making any necessary changes to the proposed text, the Regulations were approved by the Commission on June 20, 2012.  
The Rulemaking file was filed with the Office of Administrative Law (OAL) on August 1, 2012 and OAL has 30 business days to make a decision to approve or deny the filing.  The 30 business days will be ending on September 11, 2012.
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
