FISCAL IMPACT:

DISCUSSION:

The CAL-MAT Program is an essential component of the Mobile Medical Assets Program utilized by EMSA to respond to and mitigate mass casualty and other significant disaster events in California.

EMSA released the third Request for Proposals (RFP) for a contractor to provide CAL-MAT response on July 13, 2010.  Written questions were received by August 2, 2010, with responses to the questions posted on August 4, 2010.  A Bidders’ Conference was held August 10, 2010, and questions and answers resulting from that meeting were posted on August 12, 2010.  Proposals are due August 24, 2010.  The Proposal Award date has been set as September 8, 2010.

In addition to the RFP process, EMSA has also developed a plan to field CAL-MAT units in the interim, should the need arise.  Existing State Classifications with salary structures have been identified for the various CAL-MAT positions.  EMSA would be able to fill these positions on an “emergency hire” basis, if necessary.  Qualified and experienced individuals have been identified to fill key CAL-MAT positions.
