Delete Section 1797.201.

Amend Section 1797.224, as follows:
(a)  A local EMS agency may create one or more exclusive operating areas in the development of a local plan, if a competitive process is utilized to select the provider or providers of the services pursuant to the plan. No competitive process is required if the local EMS agency develops or implements a local plan that continues the use of existing providers operating within a local EMS area in the manner and scope in which the services have been provided without interruption since January 1, 1981). A local EMS agency which elects to create one or more exclusive operating areas in the development of a local plan shall develop and submit for approval to the authority, as part of the local EMS plan, its competitive process for selecting providers and determining the scope of their operations. This plan shall include provisions for a competitive process held at periodic intervals as determined by the local EMS agency.
(b)  A local EMS agency shall grant an exclusive operating area or  authorization to provide pre hospital EMS services  to a city, county, fire district or other governmental entity which continuously contracted for or provided such services since June 1, 1980, if such city, county, fire district or other governmental entity has not entered into an agreement with the local EMS agency regarding the provision of prehospital EMS for that city, county, fire district or other governmental entity.  Such city, county, fire district or other governmental entity granted an exclusive operating area or authorization to provide prehospital EMS shall enter into a written agreement with the local EMS agency by December 31, 2013.   
(c) For purposes of this section, “prehospital EMS provider” shall be defined as any agency or entity providing first response at the limited advanced life support, advanced life support level, or emergency ambulance services, or dispatch of EMS resources.  LEMSAs shall include all prehospital EMS providers in their local EMS plans.
(d)  Cities, counties, fire districts or other governmental entities providing prehospital EMS shall be subject to medical control by the local EMS agency, including but not limited to the provisions of Chapter 5 (commencing with Section 1798), and shall comply with policies and procedures enacted by the local EMS agency in the administration of the local EMS system.
1797.105(C):  A local EMS agency or a prehospital EMS provider agency may appeal a determination of the authority pursuant to 1797.105 subdivision (d)* Commission.

1797.270:  An emergency medical care committee (EMCC) representative of the EMS system participants shall be established in each county in this state.  Nothing in this division should be construed to prevent two or more adjacent counties from establishing a single committee for review of emergency care in these counties.  [Formerly H & S Code Section 1752.]

*1797.105(d):    In an appeal pursuant to subdivision (c), the commission may sustain the determination of the authority or overrule and permit local implementation of a plan, and the decision of the commission is final. 
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
