King tube:  inconsistent between medic and EMT scope as far as equipment type, looking to harmonize the language between the two (consideration of EMTs doing King Tubes as well); Goal is to look at the data on King Tubes over the next few months; locations using king tubes may continue and the state will continue accepting applications for “optional scope”; clarification will come before the regulations change; likely will not change regs right away but will provide clarification of current regs
ResQPod: jury is still out, state looking at it

Glucose (pediatrics): D10 alone for pediatric hypoglycemia, falls within the current regulations

RAMPART Trial: there are issues with IM Ativan, stored in humidity controlled boxes

POLST form once they see the patient.  Still unclear how the provider will know the 
POLST form exists for the patient.  EMSA will be the holder of the form, which is a 
change from the CMA.  Purpose of POLST is to immunize providers from action 
for carrying out the orders on the form.  Expect passage this year (October 2008) 
with training and implementation in July 2009.
