	In June 2008, San Francisco County was approved to add the monitoring of thoracostomy tubes, stoma and tracheal care, monitoring automatic transport ventilators, monitoring IV nitroglycerin infusions, monitoring heparin infusions, monitoring potassium chloride infusions, monitoring Amiodarone hydrochloride infusions, monitoring IV Lidocaine infusions, administration of midazolam, IV blood or blood products, IV glycoprotein IIb/IIa inhibitors, and total parenteral nutrition to their local optional scope of practice for critical care transport paramedics.  On June 29, 2008 Tuolumne County EMS Agency was approved to add to the paramedic local optional scope of practice for interfacility transfer the maintenance of Amiodarone infusion, maintenance of potassium chloride replacement infusion, and maintenance of magnesium sulfate infusion.
