	Trauma Center Designations
The EMS Authority provides technical assistance to LEMSA encouraging hospitals to seek trauma center designation. The state of California now has 68 designated centers.
State Trauma Advisory Committee (TAC):
The State Trauma Advisory Committee (STAC) has had meetings every other month since the Summit II. The composition of the STAC has been formalized with 18 committee members reaching most constituent groups. 

The main agenda items are writing the New Statewide Trauma Plan, examination of CEMSIS data, and planning for State Trauma System Summit III.
New Statewide Trauma Plan
At the May 10, 2010 STAC meeting, committee members were presented with an outline draft Statewide Trauma Plan. The EMS Authority with the chair of the STAC is constructing writing groups for various sections to convert the draft outline into a written plan.

State Trauma System Summit III

On December 2, 2010 the Summit will convene at the Marines' Memorial Club and Hotel hosted by Stanford Hospital & Clinics - Trauma Services, San Francisco General Hospital Medical Center - Trauma Department, and Regional Medical Center of San Jose. The State Trauma System Summit III will spotlight best practices within the Regional Trauma Coordinating Committee and introduce a draft Statewide Trauma Plan.
Performance Measures for State Traffic Record Systems

The EMS Authority is participating in a NTHSA Expert Panel to develop a minimum set of model set of data quality performance measures. The Expert Panel has suggested 57 model performance measures presented in a white paper released in February 2010. The White Paper can be found at http://www.naghsr.org/html/projects/perf_msrs/doc/2009.07.01.recordsPerfMsrs.doc.

Rural Trauma Team Developmental Course (RTTDC)
The American College of Surgeons – Committee on Trauma (ACS-COT) portrays the Rural Trauma Team Development Course (RTTDC) as a program that “will improve the quality of care in a rural community by developing a timely, organized, and rational response to the care of the trauma patient and a team approach that addresses the common problems in the initial assessment and stabilization of the injured”. This course utilizes Level I or II trauma centers providers to discuss resource appropriate care at hospitals within their respective catchment areas.  The EMS Authority is working with the Trauma Managers Association in planning courses the rural areas of California.

	EMSA Review Criteria and Policy for Transportation and Exclusive Operating Area – The draft of EMSA 141 Review Criteria and Policy for Transportation and Exclusive Operating Area Components of the EMS Plan has been sent out for public comment.  The comment period started December 7, 2009 and has been extended until September 1, 2010.  A copy of the draft guideline can be found on the EMS Authority’s website homepage under “Hot Topics”.      

Air Medical Task Force – The draft of EMSA 144 Prehospital EMS Aircraft Guideline was sent out for public comment from January 28, 2010 through March 12, 2010.  The Task Force met on May 19, 2010 to discuss the comments received during the comment period and considered potential changes to the draft guideline.        
201 Workshop – EMSA held information sharing workshop on H&S 1797.201 and EMS system coordination on May 4, 2010.  The goal of the workshop was for stakeholders to share information and to identify commonalities related to 1797.201.  The workshop was well attended with 193 participants.

	Public Safety Radio Strategic Planning Committee (PSRSPC): This group of state representatives is responsible for developing and implementing a statewide integrated public safety communications system that facilitates interoperability and coordinates the use of the public safety spectrum.  Current projects include addressing remote site management efforts.  
Federal Department of Commerce’s Public Safety Interoperability Communications (PSIC) Grant Program:  EMS Authority was awarded grant funds for equipment purchases, installation, and training.  Communications equipment has been purchased and installed in the Department Operations Center.  
EMSA and 14 other State public safety agencies are participating in the development of a 10-year strategic plan (to be completed by Spring 2010) focused on achieving interoperability and determining future communications needs.  EMSA is working with consultants to complete this project and have provided background information and identified specific needs.  The last meeting was held in December 2009 which focused on Strengths, Weaknesses, Opportunities, and Threats of the department’s radio communications. The last meeting prior to completing the Plan will consist of meeting with the consultants to discuss the department’s proposed Roadmap for radio communications.
Communications Resource Manual (CRM):  This manual has been updated and is accessible to all local EMS agencies, hospitals, public and private providers, and PSAPs on the EMSA website:  www.emsa.ca.gov.  It contains useful information for EMS operations, as well as provides the data necessary to enable radio communications during transport operations within the state.  EMSA is currently working to allow LEMSAs the capability to update the manual’s information on line.  
Emergency Medical Dispatch (EMD):  EMSA is proposing to develop and distribute an EMD survey to approximately 500 PSAPs utilizing the LEMSAs to request information on the implementation of EMD guidelines.  The purpose of the survey is to determine the number of PSAPs that utilize EMD and create a plan to encourage use of the EMD guidelines and an EMD protocol system to give medical advice to callers on scene.

	5. Poison Center Program

	The California Poison Control System (CPCS) continues to provide statewide service.  Quarterly reports are provided to the EMS Authority as required in the contract.  CPCS will receive $800,000 for 2009/10 and FY2010/11 from the Department of Healthcare Services for services provided to Medi-Cal beneficiaries.  The Managed Risk Medical Insurance Board (MRMIB), which administers the Healthy Families Program, will augment CPCS funding by matching the State General Fund allocation.

	EMSC Educational Conference:  The EMSC Coordinators are actively planning the 13th Annual EMSC conference.  The conference will be on November 16, 2010 in Sacramento.  The topics chosen for presentation are:  Family Centered Care, Emergency Childbirth in the Field, Haiti Disaster, Street Drugs, PURPLE-Shaken Baby Syndrome, Pediatric Jeopardy, and Child Maltreatment.  
EMSC Technical Advisory Committee (TAC):

An Ad Hoc group was formed to begin working on utilizing 2009-2010 EMSC grant carryover funds to complete objectives previously approved by the EMSC program.  The proposed project will be an Inter-Agency Agreement between the EMS Authority and University of California at Los Angeles/Harbor-UCLA Medical Center.  With the assistance of local EMS agencies, general acute care hospitals throughout California will be queried on preparedness to treat pediatric emergencies and the availability of inter-facility transfer agreements.  The hospitals will receive copies of all pertinent guidelines and model transfer agreements via our website.



	8. CEMSIS-EMS Data

	The first year of CEMSIS funding to the local EMS agencies will end June 30, 2010.  In the first funding year data was submitted by eleven (11) local EMS agencies representing 27 counties and 42 trauma centers.  Presently, the CEMSIS – Trauma database contains over 30,000 records. 

EMSA is in the process of developing data use agreement policies; although the system is in its infancy, there is a request for data to be used in a grant project funded by the California Office of Traffic Safety with the Safe Transportation Research and Education Center in Berkeley. This project helps to establish the value of using EMS/Trauma data with Statewide Integrated Traffic Records System to improve survivability in a crash situation. 
The CEMSIS – EMS project was delayed until the second quarter.  Lancet Technology has customized their software to be compliant with the National EMS Information System standard and set an April 1st targeted data date. 

The first EMS data call was April 1, 2010.  A discrepancy was discovered between the CEMSIS Data Dictionary and XSD which created transmission issues. A solution for the discrepancy will be in place before June 1, 2010. 

	9. CEMSIS – Trauma Data

	The state has contracted with the Sierra-Sacramento Valley EMS Agency to utilize their existing trauma registry vendor to support the collection of statewide trauma data.  The EMS Commission approved CEMSIS – Trauma data dictionary, XSD and Change Log is posted on the EMSA website.  Participating local EMS agencies began transmitting trauma data to the state November 2009.

The first Data report was submitted to the Commission December 2, 2009. Data was received from 10 of the 15 LEMSAs that are reporting data to the CEMSIS-Trauma database. A second call for data was conducted with data now reflecting January through September 2009 information.  All aggregate data reports generated will be available on the EMSA website.
