EMSC Coordinators
EMSC Educational Conference:  The EMSC Coordinators are actively planning the 13th Annual EMSC conference.  The conference will be on November 16, 2010 in Sacramento.  The topics chosen for presentation are:  Family Centered Care, Emergency Childbirth in the Field, Haiti Disaster, Street Drugs, PURPLE-Shaken Baby Syndrome, Pediatric Jeopardy, and Child Maltreatment.  
EMSC Technical Advisory Committee (TAC):
An Ad Hoc group was formed to begin working on utilizing 2009-2010 EMSC grant carryover funds to complete objectives previously approved by the EMSC program.  The proposed project will be an Inter-Agency Agreement between the EMS Authority and University of California at Los Angeles/Harbor-UCLA Medical Center.  With the assistance of local EMS agencies, general acute care hospitals throughout California will be queried on preparedness to treat pediatric emergencies and the availability of inter-facility transfer agreements.
