SUBJECT:

Report on the Local Regional EMS Agencies

RECOMMENDED ACTION:

Receive information on the local regional EMS agencies.

FISCAL IMPACT:

DISCUSSION:

The EMS Authority (EMSA) is responsible for the development of statewide standards and guidelines for local EMS systems, as well as, providing statewide coordination and leadership for the planning, development, and implementation of local EMS systems.  The EMSA provides technical assistance to LEMSAs developing and implementing EMS systems; has participated in a question and answer workshop regarding regional issues and concerns; and has had meetings with the regional EMS agencies to discuss the current transitions that are occurring.

California has seven regional EMS agencies, which are comprised of 34 counties.  Regional EMS agencies consist of three or more counties which are smaller, more rural, less-populated counties than single county agencies.  Over the past ten years there have been some changes to the EMS regional structure; however recently there have been numerous changes in regional configuration in Northern California.  Some counties cite dissatisfaction with their current regional system, poor economy which includes decreasing state funding and declining local funds; and/or a county sites the desire for autonomy as reasons for change.    

Changes include:  Butte, Colusa, Shasta, Tehama, and Siskiyou counties leaving Nor-Cal EMS agency and joining Sierra-Sacramento Valley EMS agency and Trinity County 
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leaving Nor-Cal EMS agency and joining North Coast EMS agency.  In addition, Stanislaus County announced their intention to leave Mountain Valley EMS agency and Napa County will be leaving Coastal Valleys EMS agency in July 2011.
