	Regional Trauma Coordinating Committees:

Five Regional Trauma Coordinating Committees (RTCCs) have been established to create a “System of Systems” to guide California toward the development of a State Trauma System. The RTCC are forming committees to assist the leadership to improve care for the critically injured patient.
The North RTCC is planning a region-wide summit for July, 2009 in Chico. Members of the RTCC are participating in statewide stakeholder groups presenting the regional approach to trauma.

The Bay Area RTCC has invited additional members to become more inclusive. The RTCC has scheduled a Regional Summit on June 8, 2009 in San Francisco at the Marines Memorial Club and Hotel. Topics to be covered include an overview of the statewide system, helicopter utilization, spinal cord and burn resources, funding options, system case reviews and next steps needed for enabling the statewide system.

The Central RTCC utilized the group process to provide comments on state-wide pediatric trauma guidelines. The RTCC has approved bylaws and scheduled a regional summit for June 25, 2009 in Fresno.
The Southwest RTCC had the first executive leadership meeting on May 29, 2009 in Ventura. The group laid the foundation and established project charters for three sub-groups that will focus on Access to Care, Quality Improvement, and Trauma Data System.
The Southeast RTCC hosted a Regional Trauma Summit on January 9, 2009 in Temecula attended by over 60 trauma stakeholders.  The group has planed a 2nd regional summit planned for June 4, 2009 in Palm Spring at Dessert Regional Hospital
Trauma Advisory Committee:

The Trauma Advisory Committee (TAC) has several teleconference meetings and 2 face-to-face meetings scheduled prior to 2nd statewide Trauma Summit on September 21, 2009 at the Doubletree Club Hotel in San Diego. The University of San Diego, Medical Center will be co-hosting the Trauma Summit with the EMS Authority.

The TAC initially reviewed Guidelines for Pediatric Interfacility Transport Programs and Interfacility Pediatric Trauma and Critical Care Consultation and/or Transfer Guidelines from the EMS for Children’s (EMSC) Technical Advisory Committee. The group determined a need to have a more focused discussion with a member from the EMSC Committee present.

The group will continue to discuss the status of the trauma registry and integration of RTCC representatives.

Performance Measures for State Traffic Record Systems

On February 18-19, 2009 the EMS Authority participated in a national expert panel to develop, through a consensus-building process, a minimum set of data quality performance measures that is intended to be used by federal, state, and local governments in the development and implementation of their Traffic Records Data Systems, Strategic Plans and programs. A minimum of six quality performance measures were drafted addressing timeliness, accuracy, completeness, uniformity, integration, and accessibility for state traffic safety data systems. 

The EMS Authority participated mostly in the development of injury performance measures related to State Traffic Safety Measures. On May 29, 2009 the panel will release the white paper for public comment. The Expert Panel will gather the comments and reconvene in late September of 2009. 

Prevention:

EMSA participates in the Statewide Highway Safety Plan (SHSP) implementation, the Statewide Coalition of Traffic Safety (SCOTS), and the Older Californian Traffic Safety (OTCS) group.

	EMSA Review Criteria and Policy for Transportation and Exclusive Operating Area – Draft: The draft EMSA Review Criteria and Policy for Transportation and Exclusive Operating Area Components of the EMS Plan remains a work in progress.  EMSAAC recommended LEMSA representatives and county counsels provided EMSA with a red-line copy of the draft document for EMSA review.  The comments made on the red-line draft have been placed into a table and are being reviewed by EMSA staff.  Any revisions to the draft will be redistributed to the LEMSAs and counsels for review.  
CHP Aircraft Inspection: Per CCR Title 22, EMSA is the Classifying Agency for CHP EMS aircraft.  In May 2009, EMSA performed a classification inspection on the last aircraft in the CHP system.  All aircraft in the CHP system have how be re-classified in the last year.  EMSA will follow-up this classification with bi-annual aircraft inspections with the next classification of CHP aircraft to take place in late 2010.       
Air Medical Task Force: The Air Medical Task Force (AMTF) continues to meet and has transitioned from two working groups to a single task force to complete document revision and development of the Air Medical Guideline.  The Air Medical Guidelines will be made up of the various documents developed by the two working groups of the task force.  The current time line for completion of the draft Air Medical Guidelines and submission to EMSA executive staff is September 2009.

	Public Safety Radio Strategic Planning Committee (PSRSPC): PSRSPC is managed by the California Emergency Management Agency (CalEMA) and is a statutory state agency group charged with facilitating interoperability between State agencies.  This group continues to meet monthly to discuss critical operability, tactical interoperability, governance needs, and secure sustainable funding. 

Federal Department of Commerce’s Public Safety Interoperability Communications (PSIC) Grant Program:  EMS Authority was awarded grant funds for communications inoperability. The funds will be used for equipment, installation, and training which is consistent with the requirement of the SAFECOM Project 25 compatibility standards and those of the Department of General Services Telecommunications Division (DGS-TD).  Staff is proposing to begin equipment purchases within the next several months that will include fixed base stations, satellite phones, Voice Over Internet Protocol (VOIP) system, and specified equipment for the Department Operations Center (DOC).

EMSA will also be participating, in conjunction with 14 other State public safety agencies, in the development of a 10-year strategic plan focused on achieving interoperability and determining future communication needs. Department of General Services’ Telecommunication Division recently selected a consultant through an RFP process who will be meeting with each agency including EMSA to develop the strategic plan by Spring 2010. 
Communications Resource Manual (CRM):  The CRM update which includes communication information for Public Safety Answering Points (PSAPs), EMS provider agencies (public/private), and hospitals has received final approval for duplication and distribution. The manual will be distributed to local EMS agencies and posted on the EMSA website.  Also, a field operation guide (FOG) for use by emergency providers will be developed from the information contained in this manual.
