	Regional Trauma Coordinating Committees:

Region I – Northern California:

The group has established a cross-constituent team of trauma experts to proceed as the Steering Committee for the RTCC. The RTCC has established sub-committees for 1) Trauma Triage, 2) Air Utilization, 3) Transfer, and 4) Gap Analysis. The RTCC is planning a region-wide summit for May 1, 2009 in Chico.

Region II – Bay Area:

The group has had several face-to-face meeting with most LEMSAs, trauma hospitals, and local constituency groups represented. The group created work groups for 1) Data and Performance Improvement, 2) Inventory of Resources and System Status, 3) Policy Development and 4) Research. The RTCC is discussing a possible Regional Summit in June 2009.

Region III – Central California:

The group has met multiple times and is in the final developmental stages of 1) a regionalized gap analysis, 2) a common field trauma triage criteria document, and 3) a regionalized committee structure recommendation. Region IV – Southwest:

The group meets via teleconference every other week. The interim RTCC hosted a Regional Trauma Summit on January 23, 2009 in Thousand Oaks attended by over 80 trauma stakeholders. The RTCC is currently developing its roles and responsibilities and exploring the need for additional constituent representation.

Region V – Southeast:

The committee has discussed roles and responsibilities, membership and the importance of an inclusive system. The RTCC meets via telephone conference at least once a month with additional subgroup meetings. The RTCC has formed subgroups to address regionalized 1) quality improvement, 2) field trauma triage, 3) funding, and 4) repatriation. The RTCC hosted a Regional Trauma Summit on January 9, 2009 in Temecula with over 70 attendees. 
Trauma Advisory Committee:

The Trauma Advisory Committee (TAC) met on February 5, 2009. The group began initial planning for a second statewide Trauma Summit on September 21, 2009 at the Doubletree Club Hotel in San Diego. The University of San Diego, Medical Center will be co-hosting the Trauma Summit with the EMS Authority.

The TAC reviewed Guidelines for Pediatric Interfacility Transport Programs and Interfacility Pediatric Trauma and Critical Care Consultation and/or Transfer Guidelines from the EMS for Children’s (EMSC) Technical Advisory Committee. The group decided to have a more focused discussion with a member from the EMSC Committee present.

The group discussed the status of the trauma registry and integration of RTCC representatives.

Performance Measures for State Traffic Record Systems

On February 18-19, 2009 the EMS Authority participated in a national expert panel to develop, through a consensus-building process, a minimum set of data quality performance measures that is intended to be used by federal, state, and local governments in the development and implementation of their Traffic Records Data Systems, Strategic Plans and programs. 

The EMS Authority participated mostly in the development of injury performance measures related to State Traffic Safety Measures. Over the next month the groups will be formalizing the measures in a white paper format to be released for public comment in the Spring of 2009. The California Office of Traffic Safety (OTS) will receive regular updates on the content and process as information is released.
Prevention:

EMSA participates in the Statewide Highway Safety Plan (SHSP) implementation, the Statewide Coalition of Traffic Safety (SCOTS), and the Older Californian Traffic Safety (OTCS) group.

	The draft EMS System Standards and Guidelines comments from EMSAAC have been compiled.  Responses from EMSA staff are being compiled.  EMSA and a small group of administrators appointed by EMSAAC will review the comments and revise the guidelines accordingly.  The task force will then be reestablished to review all comments and revise the document in preparation for a public comment process.

	The draft EMSA Review Criteria and Policy for Transportation and Exclusive Operating Area Components of the EMS Plan and the Ambulance Zone Listing remains a work in progress.  EMSA staff met with EMSAAC recommended LEMSA representatives and county counsels on January 8, 2009 to discuss the draft document in detail.  The 3 LEMSAs and their county councils are preparing a detailed review of the document to submit to EMSA.     

CHP Aircraft Inspection: Per CCR Title 22, EMSA is the Classifying Agency for CHP EMS aircraft.  As of December 2008, all in service CHP aircraft have undergone an on-site classification inspection and are classified by EMSA as “ALS Rescue Aircraft”.  EMSA will follow-up this classification with bi-annual aircraft inspections with the next classification of CHP aircraft to take place in late 2010.

	Public Safety Radio Strategic Planning Committee (PSRSPC): PSRSPC is managed by Office of Emergency Services (OES) and is a statutory state agency group charged with facilitating interoperability between State agencies.  This group continues to meet monthly to discuss critical operability, tactical interoperability, governance needs, and secure sustainable funding.  The PSRSPC proposed development of a legislative education activity designed to educate staff on PSRSPC’s mission.  This effort is expected to coincide with the release of the 2009 Report to the Legislature. However, with the merge of the OES and Office of Homeland Security, these efforts have been postponed until the new agency: California Emergency Management Agency (CallEMA) has completed its departmental infrastructure.

Federal Department of Commerce’s Public Safety Interoperability Communications (PSIC) Grant Program:  EMS Authority was awarded grant funds for communications inoperability. The funds will be used for equipment, installation, and training which is consistent with the requirement of the SAFECOM Project 25 compatibility standards and those of the Department of General Services Telecommunications Division (DGS-TD).  Staff is proposing to begin equipment purchases within the next several months that will include fixed base stations, satellite phones, Voice Over Internet Protocol (VOIP) system, and specified equipment for the Department Operations Center (DOC).

EMSA will also be participating in the development of a 10-year strategic plan focused on achieving interoperability and determining future communication needs.  
Communications Resource Manual (CRM):  The CRM update which includes communication information for Public Safety Answering Points (PSAPs), EMS provider agencies (public/private), and hospitals is currently in the final review process.  Once approved, the manual will be distributed to local EMS agencies and posted on the EMSA website.  Also, a field operation guide (FOG) for use by emergency providers will be developed from the information contained in this manual.

	5. Poison Center Program

	The California Poison Control System (CPCS) continues to provide statewide service.  Quarterly reports are provided to the EMS Authority as required in the contract.  A Poison Control Summit was held in January to obtain possible solutions to continuing funding issues.  Presentations were given on CPCS’s background, history, services provided, cost effectiveness, funding requirements and funding sources that have been attempted.  There was a consensus from the group that the services CPCS provides were valuable and should be preserved.  CPCS will receive $800,000 for FY2009/10 and FY2010/11 from the Department of Healthcare Services for services provided to Medi-Cal beneficiaries.
