The cabin chassis for the additional 13 units have been received and the Request for Proposal for the supply units/boxes was released by the Department of General Services in August 2011.

	This exercise occurred on November 17, 2011.  CDPH and EMSA activated the Joint Emergency Operations Center (JEOC) to provide support for local exercise activities.  An After Action Report (AAR) is currently in progress.
The Multi-Media Training and Statewide Medical and Health Exercise workgroup has reconvened to develop a multi-year training plan for the Statewide Medical and Health Exercise. Planning is underway for the next exercise, which is scheduled for November 2012. 

EMSA participated in the Golden Guardian 2011 Exercise, which was based on a flood scenario.  The EMSA Department Operations Center (DOC) was successfully activated for the three-day exercise on May 17, 18, and 19, 2011.  EMSA’s Mobile Communications Unit participated at the request of Sutter County’s Office of Emergency Services (OES) in a field exercise, where EMSA MST staff served as a back-up dispatch resource and coordinated and tested communications with local dispatch, hospitals, and EMS partners.
Golden Guardian 2012 (GG2012) will be composed of workshops, seminars and discussion-based exercises designed to validate and identify issues in the Southern California Catastrophic Earthquake Plan. Activities began in September 2011, and will continue through May 2012. EMSA participated in the Mass Care workshop in October and the California National Guard, Contingency Dual status Command – Command Post Exercise in November, both of which emphasized  several sections of the plan. EMSA will continue to participate in all GG2012 activities throughout 2011 and 2012.

	EMSA hosted the HICS National Summit in Sacramento in October 2011 to provide national partners and stakeholders (users, regulators, and vendors) the opportunity to offer input for the upcoming revision of the HICS Guidebook.  38 attendees from 18 different states participated in the Summit.  The next steps in the revision process include: re-convening the National Work Group to draft the guidebook; soliciting feedback from the Ex Officio Group; and identifying an 80-member Secondary Review Group. The final revision of the HICS Guidebook is expected to be complete in the summer of 2012.
