DISCUSSION:

Current CEMSIS program activities focus on refining the data submission process and increasing program participation. In August 2011, reports to LEMSA administrators provided a count of records for both the trauma and EMS response data sets. The reports were very well-received by the local agencies, who responded by reviewing and updating their CEMSIS data submissions. As a result, the total count of records in CEMSIS increased from approximately 500,000 for 2010 to 933,755. CEMSIS now has more EMS provider agencies represented than ever before. A list of participant agencies is included as an attachment to this memo.

Generating this wave of CEMSIS reports provided important insight into the complexity of the reporting process. As a result, efforts are underway to enhance reporting efficiency, readability, and accuracy. Development of uniform dimensions across the data warehouse is a top priority and an important milestone in realizing these objectives. A standardized data dimension for hospitals, for example, means that each time a hospital is identified in any CEMSIS data field, that hospital will have the same identifier and same characteristics. On paper, it resembles a master list of hospitals. This list will bring continuity to reports, facilitate data linkage, and as an added bonus, provide a single reference document to describe hospitals related to EMS operations in California. 
This master list of hospitals was developed in collaboration with local EMS agencies, and is known as the CEMSIS Hospital List 2011. It contains basic demographics and specialty care information for 347 California hospitals and assigns ta unique numeric identifier to each. This CEMSIS Facility ID will become the single identifier of acute care and alternate care facilities in all CEMSIS data fields, and is also used to relate CEMSIS to other hospital data systems such as those held by OSHPD.
The CEMSIS Hospital List 2011 is also included as an attachment for reference and will soon be made available on the EMSA website.
Now that the hospital dimension is complete, EMS provider agencies are next on the list. EMSA is currently pooling information from multiple sources to create a single master document that will serve to harmonize the description of providers across CEMSIS reports. This list, which contains over 600 records to date, is already much larger than the hospital list. It is expected that this list will be a work in progress for some time, but if it follows the same workflow as the hospital list, the CEMSIS Provider List 2012 will become a tremendous resource for all of our EMS data partners.

Many agencies have asked us how these new data lists will affect past, current, and future CEMSIS data submissions. At this time, we have not selected an implementation date. We have, however, completed a crosswalk between the current identifiers and the new CEMSIS identifiers, and this will allow us to convert all legacy data until the new system is deployed.
