SUBJECT:	3rd15-DAY PUBLIC COMMENT ON PROPOSED REVISIONS TO FIRST AID STANDARDS FOR PUBLIC SAFETY PERSONNEL REGULATIONS

The Emergency Medical Services Authority (EMSA) is proposing to revise the California Code of Regulations, Division 9, Title 22, Chapter 1.5. First Aid Standards for Public Safety Personnel.  The public is invited to submit comment during the 3rd15-day public comment period from September 2, 2014 through September 16, 2014.

Changes from the regulation text offered during the 2nd 15-day comment period (August 20, 2014 through September 3, 2014) include:  

· Addition of AED training in the required course content, and removal of AED training as an Optional skill;
· Addition of AED use as an authorized skill (no change to AED Service Provider requirements);
· Amendment to standardize refresher training requirements among all public safety personnel;
· Change American Heart Association ECC Guidelines from 2010 version to current version.
