What's the difference between a standard plate and a personalized plate?
A standard plate has a randomly chosen set of numbers and letters chosen by the DMV. A personalized plate has letters and numbers specifically chosen by the owner of the vehicle.

If I already have a personalized plate, may I transfer the message to an EMS Plate?
Yes, as long as the message is no more than six characters. In addition to the $50 standard EMS License Plate fee, there will be a fee for the transfer of a personalized license plate. Anyone who owns a car can get the EMS License Plate by completing an application available at the EMSA website. Fees are $50 for a standard plate ($40 renewal) and $90 for a personalized plate ($70 renewal).
How do I know if the personalized configuration I want is available?

You can check personalized plates online to find out if a specific personalized configuration has been taken. The DMV has the right to refuse any combination of letters and/or letters and numbers that may carry connotations offensive to good taste and decency, or which would be misleading or in conflict with any license plate series now issued. Substituting numbers for letters or vice versa may be confused with an existing plate and is not permitted.
Can I keep my current random number license plate number?
No. When you order an EMS Plate, a new sequence of six characters will be assigned to you.

Do I have to wait for my annual registration renewal to get my EMS Plate?
No. You may purchase the plate at any time during your registration cycle.

Can I order an EMS License Plate for my motorcycle?
Yes, the EMS design is available for motorcycles.
