Dr. Angelo Salvucci presented a brief update on the work currently underway in developing a
Statewide EMS STEMI registry.
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Dr. Stratton discussed methods of interpreting field ECGs by paramedics, transmission to
STEMI centers, and machine interpretation algorithms.

Afternoon Session

Congenital Adrenal Deficiency

Dr. Mitchell Gefnner from Children’s Hospital, Los Angeles made a presentation to the group in
support of adding some form of administration of Glucocorticoid to the state scope of practice
for Paramedics. After careful consideration and discussion, EMDAC and its Scope of practice
committee, could not support this proposal. The group felt there is insufficient data to support
safety and efficacy of Steroid use in pre-hospital setting. EMDAC agreed that monitoring the
outcome of several pilot studies currently underway in parts of United States will be important
and will be willing to reconsider this topic once more EMS specific data is available from these
studies. Additionally, the group encouraged the local EMS medical directors to provided
targeted education to our EMS community to raise awareness about this disease and the need
for early treatment.
